– In 2011, 33 New Umpires completed training
– Of those, 28 Umpires did 884 games 

averaging 32 games each
– 15 got 30 or more games in
– 5 completed more than 50 games
– 1 Apprentice did 75 games

NBUA Uniform Regulations

Standard Uniform: 
• Black with white trim (piping) Jersey
• Undershirt shall be black 
• Black fitted cap with NBUA logo 
• Black ball bags 
• Helmets shall be black
• Black pullover jacket with white trim 

Optional Jersey Colors:
• Cream (black trim)
• Delta Blue (black collar & cuffs)
• Navy
• Powder Blue
• Red

*Crews must match
