#1  Game Level: Colt-Koufax- Sr. LL Category: Showing up umpire
Details: Coach was ejected arguing a safety violation involving a players' action of not sliding during a close play at the plate. Situation: Bases loaded 1 out ball hit to LC, CF catches the ball, R3 tags and runs home. Throw comes in from CF and ball and runner arrive at home plate at the same time. R3 does not slide nor does he attempt to avoid the catcher who is position to make the play - he runs directly across the plate. Although there is no contact I call the runner out for not sliding in this situation. Coach objects vehemently and when warned twice falls to cease the argument. After the third warning I eject him from the game for his belligerent behavior. During the plate meeting we covered the slide and avoid action, so it was clear from my perspective that the players' inaction of not sliding was a violation of this safety rule. In my opinion this is a safety issue and to me a run is not more important than the health and welfare of two 13 year old boys.
#2  Game Level: Jr. Legion-Mantle  Category: Malicious Contact
Details: The rules for this game were reviewed at the plate meeting, including the use of the "slide or avoid contact" rule. Bottom of the seventh inning, bases loaded with two outs, tie game, and #20  on third base. Wild pitch went past the catcher to the backstop. #20  started for home, hesitated, and then continued towards the plate. The catcher for Team A, #18 retrieved the ball and sprinted back to a position in front of the plate. #20 did not slide or avoid contact, but went directly into Catcher, with his shoulder lowered, knocking the ball loose. I called "time," called RUNNER "out" for failure to slide or avoid contact, and ejected him for malicious contact.

#3  Game Level: Legion-Mack- Sr. Babe  Category: Showing up umpire
Details: TeamA trailing the TeamB 7-4 in the bottom of the 5th inning. There was one out with the bases loaded for the TeamB. I called the runner at third safe on a pickoff from the catcher.Manager immediately raced from the third base dugout to near the coaches box and yelled "Thats three you have missed! You are horrible." At that point I ejected Him. HE then added, "Thats brutal you can't miss that play." He then grabbed his belonging and started walking out of the dugout. He said, "You've got to be better than that", on his way past the dugout near the bleachers. The game continued with no further incident.

#4  Game Level: Legion-Mack- Sr. Babe  Category: Abusive Language
Details: Top of 6th 0 outs runner on first. I was the base umpire. Ball hit in infield I called batter runner out at first. Assistant coach  starts screaming that the first baseman pulled his foot. Starts yelling that's a terrible call. I tell HIM that's enough. He then comes running on the field and tells me that I blew the call and I am horrible. I eject him from the game. The head coach of the TeamL then asks if I will go to partner for the pulled foot. I confer with my partner and he confirms that his foot was on the bag.
#5  Category: Ejectable Rules Violation
Details: Team S coaches were griping about balls and strikes all game long. Earlier in the game, one of the coaches called out, "Where was that?" I replied, "High." His response was, "That was NOT high!" I said, "That's enough," and the game proceeded. In the sixth inning, with one out and the TEAM S at-bat, there was more grumbling. The third base coach, loudly advised his new batter, "There IS NO strike zone." I stopped play and loudly advised the  bench that that was enough arguing balls and strikes. Manager yelled back at me. I told him to shut his mouth. "Shut my mouth?" he responded twice, coming toward me. "I'm just telling my batter (something)! " I said, "I know what you're doing," he yelled something back. We were at this point face to face, and I told him, "You're out of here!" with a pointing gesture. At that point he went to the plate where he put on some kind of demonstration of strike and ball locations, which I ignored as I went to a scorekeeper to verify our point in time of the game. A  fan, a tall man with an English accent also made belligerent comments during the game, and also, after the game, made lewd gestures as my partner, and I changed. I felt the ejection was well warranted, though I regret using the phrase, "Shut your mouth." That was unprofessional of me.

#6  Game Level: Legion-Mack- Sr. Babe  Category: Unsportsmanlike conduct
Details: One out, bottom of the third inning, with #11,  batting, and a 2 balls and 2 strikes count,  was struck out looking on a slider that crossed the inside corner of the plate just above the knees. HE did not make a comment, but looked hard at me, and then reached back with his right foot and drew a line in the batters box, parallel to the plate, about a foot and an half away from it. I informed him that he was ejected. He did not speak to me.
#7  Game Level: Colt-Koufax- Sr. LL  Category: Unsportsmanlike conduct
Details: It was the top of 5th, with 2 outs. Ball hit to 2nd baseman resulting in an easy 4-3 putout. 1st base coach, #30, disputed the call contending that 1st baseman pulled off the bag. The batter-runner was out by 2 steps; it was not close. I upheld my call, and warned the coach to desist. He continued to dispute the call. I warned him a second time and ordered him back to his dugout. He unmistakably mouthed, "FU," before he turned to leave. I ejected him and requested him to leave the field and go to the parking lot. He remained on the field while the manager disputed the ejection. I explained the situation to the manager and again request the coach to remove himself to the parking lot. He complied. The ejection was routine. The coach departed to the parking lot without further controversy. After the game, as my partner and I were walking to our cars, the coach apologized for his behavior.

#8  Game Level: Jr. Legion-Mantle  Category: Showing up umpire
Details: Bottom of sixth inning, left handed batter stepped up to the plate with his back foot well back of where I thought the back of the box should be. No lines were drawn for the game. The only lines were the foul lines on the turf field between the cutouts. After the catcher adjusted back to get out of the way, I called "time" and asked for the batter's bat. I took the bat and drew a line representing the back line of the batter's box, approximately 36 inches from the back corner of home plate. After the first pitch, the catcher asked for time to talk to his pitcher.  Coach approached me from the third base coaches box and asked why I drew a line. I told him the batter was too far back. He asked how far does he get. I told him 3 feet. He asked how long the bat was. I told him about 3 feet. He approached the home plate area and I told him not to go there. He started to demonstrate, I told him to stop. He said his players can't bat under those conditions, or words to that effect. I told him it's my judgment if they are too far back or not, without a box. He started to demonstrate again and I told him not to and that the conversation was over and we had to get back to the game. He then said I was a bad umpire because good umpires go un-noticed. I ejected him from the game. He continued more vociferously now with his complaints about my umpiring, which I didn't make specific note of. At the end of the game, he approaches me and my partner as we were leaving the field and said, pointing to Partner, I like you. Then pointing to me, he said, I don't like you. I responded by complimenting his team on their performance in the game. He continued to rant towards me and we kept walking to the parking lot.

#9  Game Level: Legion-Mack- Sr. Babe  Category: Abusive Language
Details: In the bottom of the seventh inning with Team B and Team C tied at 4, with the bases loaded and 1 out, BATTER walked to end the game. At the plate meeting for game two of the doubleheader, MANAGER said to me, "Why did you change the zone in the seventh inning." I said, "We're not gonna bring up the previous game." HE replied, "My catcher said two of those pitches were strikes! I said, "That means alot, don't you think he's a little biased?" At that point OTHER Manager Jim stepped in between us and said, "Let's not get things started guys  MANAGER said, "How can you change the strike zone at that point in the game!" I replied, "Thats enough NAME!" HE replied, "We'll then don't change your fucking zone!" At that point I ejected MANAGER. Manager then said, "You're a piece of shit!" MANAGER then left the field, and the game started and finished with no further incident.

#10  Game Level: Legion-Mack- Sr. Babe  Category: Showing up umpire
Details: Top of second inning. Batter swings on a pitch; foul tip, but the bat also makes contact with the catcher's glove. I call interference and award bases. Head Coach comes out to discuss the call, but Assistant Coach is complaining loudly from the bench that the bat didn't hit the glove, it was just a foul tip. After explaining the call to Head Coach  he heads back to the bench without argument. As we start to resume play, Assistant Coach continues his complaints saying "You need to get better" and "There's always something when you work our games". I take a step towards the bench and say "BOBO, just let it go." He says okay and play continues. The next batter comes to the plate and takes a swing at a pitch and his bat makes contact with the catcher's glove. From the bench Assistant Coach  says "Well, you got that one right." I approach the bench and tell him "You have to go." He leaves the field without incident.

#11  Game Level: Colt-Koufax- Sr. LL   Category: Showing up umpire
Details: Top of 5th - 2 out. Coach was upset with a called strike 2 on his batter and stated loudly "that was high". I ignored that comment. The very next pitch was right down the middle and I rung up the batter on strike three (that made 2 outs). Immediately Coach began to question balls and strikes stating again that the previous pitch was high. I warned Coach through my mask stating "that's enough". Coach again stated that he didn't think the pitch was a strike. At that point I removed my mask, turned to face Coach and repeated my warning stating, "that's enough" again. At that point Coach again registered his objection with my strike call and I ejected him. Coach  departed the field immediately without further incident.

#12  Game Level: Legion-Mack- Sr. Babe  Category: Showing up umpire
Details: In the Top of the 5th inning I was the home plate umpire called out # 4 looking on a 3-2 pitch that caught the inside part of the plate. I rung him up and immediately an assistant coach for Team H, who was coaching down at 3rd base, starting "barking at me!!" I let him rant for about 5-10 seconds, then I said to him, "NAME, don't start w/me! Then he stated to me, " I already started!!" I then looked at him warned him again, "NAME  if you want to stay in this game, don't start with me!!" He then looked at me said, "You should be back on the bases!!" With that I ejected him. He then sprinted across the field from 3rd base to the 45ft line up the 1st base line where I was standing started yelling and demonstrating where he thought me strike zone. "We have 2 different strike zones!!" I turned and started walking toward the first base bag he came around blocked my path. He continued his rant and I advised him to get off the field. He proceeded to ask why did I keep on talking to him. I then advised him it was because he wouldn't stop talking to me. He then eventually left the field.
# 13  Category: Unsportsmanlike conduct
Details: Top of 5, #32  takes a wild swing that causes him to fall from his left hand batter's box over the plate to the right hand batter's box. Simultaneously, the ' catcher tries to pick off the runner at second and makes contact with the batter. I call "batter's interference! " As the runner is not retired, I rule the batter out on the interference. He starts to complain. His coach comes down and tries to argue "but he swung" which doesn't protect the batter and that "but he was in the batter's box" even though it wasn't "his" batter's box where the contact was made. Soon everyone returns to the dugout but #32 continues to complain. After the first pitch to the next batter, he was still complaining so i say "ENOUGH!". He continues to complain so i remove my mask and repeat "I SAID THAT IS ENOUGH". He continues to complain so I eject him. He then calls me "fucking horseshit" and "dipshit" and "fucking horrible." he continues to cuss as he leaves the field. He returns to the stands a short time later in street clothes. When his replacement at firstbase makes two errors he yells out "Those runs are on you blue!" I advise the head coach to "make him go away". The coach goes and speaks to him and he remained silent the rest of the game.

# 14   Game Level: Legion-Mack- Sr. Babe  Category: Abusive Language
Details: This ejection has multiple categories of action. 1) Abusive Language 2) Unsportmanlike Conduct. Top of the 6th inning. One out. R1, two strikes on the batter. R1 stealing. Batter swings and misses for strike 3 and after the swing, interferes with the catchers' opportunity to retire R1. Catcher does throw to second base but due to the interference by the batter, the throw was high and R1 was ruled safe. When the interference occurred, I immediately pointed to the batter and said, "THAT'S INTERFERENCE" . As soon as my partner called R1 safe, I said, "Time. I've have interference on the batter". "He's out on strike three and the runner is out due to the interference by the batter". The first base coach on his way to the third base dugout stopped by and begin asking about the call. Head coach came in from the third base coaches box to ask about the ruling. I said I will talk to one of them but not both. The first base coach stepped away and I began explaining the call to MANAGER. He didn't agree with the call and didn't seem to understand the ruling but we were beginning to wind down the conversation when #9 pops out of the dugout and came running toward the plate area. I held up my hand and said, "I'm NOT going to talk to all three of you. That means YOU (pointing to #9) need to return to the dugout". He responded by saying, "KISS MY ASS". He was immediately ejected. He then kept coming at me until we were chest to chest and continued to argue the ruling. I told him to, "Get outta here". He continued to argue while I began writing on the back of the line-up card. Finally, my partner was able to peel him away and escort him off the field. While he was being lead away, he said, "You're the only one on the field that is shorter than I am." "FUCKING MIDGET!"
# 15  Game Level: Legion-Mack- Sr. Babe  Category: Abusive Language
Details: Top of fifth, 2 outs. Batter is ruled safe by base umpire on an extremely close play. Manager charges several steps out of the dugout yelling "God Dammit UMPIRE!" I make eye contact with MANAGER hold up my hand and give him a "that's enough" warning. As play resumes, but before the first pitch I hear Asst. Coach yell out "BRUTAL" I stop play and tell him to "Zip it!" The next batter gets a base hit and as I'm returning from third base i hear ASST COACH still yelling about the previous play. I again warn him "that's enough". He claimed to be talking to himself. "Not if I can hear it" I say. To this he puts his fingers in his ears and says "stick it in your ear". He is now ejected. ASST COACH tells me to grow up, and how five years ago i ejected him as well and how nothing has changed. He then continues to berate base umpire as he makes his way off the field. Time of delay: 1 minute.

#16  Game Level: Legion-Mack- Sr. Babe  Category: Ejectable Rules Violation
Details: This was a close game from the first pitch to the end. TEAM B were complaining about my ball and strike calls from the top of the first inning until the end of the game. Their pitcher started off the game with many pitches that were 3 to 6 inches low--not particularly close. They wanted them for strikes. I warned the manager early in the game not to argue balls and strikes. In the bottom of the 6th inning, with a runner on third and two outs, #33  for the TEAM B was hitting with an 0 and 2 count. On the next pitch, he tried to check his swing, but clearly went through the plate. I called it a swinging strike. he turned to me and said "are you kidding?" I took off my helmet and issued a warning to him. He turned to me again and said "are you kidding me? That is ridiculous!" I ejected him. The manager, , having already been warned not to argue balls and strikes, ran toward me and said "you are horrible". I ejected him. Both left the field without any additional argument and the game continued with very little delay.

#17  Game Level: Jr. Legion-Mantle  Category: Showing up umpire
Details: I had the bases and my partner was OTIS on the plate. In the Top of the 1st inning PLATE UMP called a balk on the pitcher for not stopping, then I called a 2nd balk on the pitcher for not stopping and the coach came out and complained about the call and I explained his pitcher was not stopping and he insisted that his pitcher was stopping. Top of the 2nd inning OTIS called another balk on the  pitcher and I was right behind him. The coach came unglued and started ranting and raving about the call. I came over from the B position and ejected the coach for showing up my partner. The coach continued to rant and rave and I then told him he had been ejected leave the field. 
Ejection Type: Routine

#18  Game Level: Colt-Koufax- Sr. LL  Category: Unsportsmanlike conduct
Details: This incident was an ejection for unsportsmanlike conduct by MANAGER head coach of the 13 team. BORIS was my partner, and had the field. I had the plate. The game had an edgy feeling to it. For example, there were several instances where the Tim had occasion to come out and question or ask for rules interpretations on judgment calls such as outs, or infield fly's. He was warned by BORIS  in the third inning about questioning judgment calls, specifically a safe or out call. The ejection took place between the fourth and fifth innings. The fourth inning ended on a shallow fly ball directly behind the first baseman, which he caught and threw out a TEAM B runner trying to get back to second base. With one out and runners on first and second, an infield fly situation was possible, but neither BORIS  nor I made the call. I felt that it was both borderline high enough to be an infield fly, and that the first baseman was never comfortable under it as he was going away from the plate very hard to try and get to the ball. About a minute after the play, while the TEAM B was warming up for the fifth inning, MANAGER came out and wanted to know why we did not call an infield fly. I explained that it was a judgment call that it was not an infield fly, and that the first baseman had used more than normal effort to make the catch. He again asked why it was not an infield fly. I told him that it was a judgment call and not open for questions. He asked a third time why it was not an infield fly. I said "it is a judgment call, we're done." During this time, while he had raised his voice above normal conversation levels, he was not shouting. He the turned around and started for the dugout, and stated at a more normal conversation level "That's the fourth bullshit call we've had." I pointed at him and shouted "You, Your Gone." He left the field with out further incident.

# 19  Game Level: Legion-Mack- Sr. Babe  Category: Showing up umpire
Details: Bottom of the 1st. inning. My partner on the plate  called a catcher interference and awarded bases. # 13 walked pass me going to the plate saying out loud "coach ask for help" # 13 was between the pitcher's mound and Home plate  UMP did not ask for help and as # 13 was walking back to the SS position he said "That's BULL SHIT", my reply to him was "knock it off it's not us that's made two errors this inning". That game continue on and I hear from behind me " that's a joke" again I hear " that's a joke" then I hear " you’re a joke" I called time and ejected The short stop # 13 from the game. He took his time getting off the field,mouthing off as he was leaving.

#20  Game Level: PSSBL  Category: Unsportsmanlike conduct
Details: In the bottom of the first after I called a strike on an attempted checked swing by a  batter the batter turned his body toward and stated very firmly, "That was not a swing!" I told the batter to that he had better get back in the box and shut up because he was now arguing balls and strikes. The TEAM catcher,  starts to tell me knock it off, as what the batter was doing was no big deal. I again stated that arguing a checked swing is arguing balls and strikes. He then said something to the effect that I didn't know what I was talking about. The  batter was retired and the catcher went and spoke to the pitcher, while the catcher was standing behind the plate and facing the pitcher, I said in the low voice that I will not allow him to argue balls and strike. At this point he turns and faces me and in a loud voice yells, "You are a fucking idiot!" I ejected him. He attempted to stay in the dugout and only left the field after stating to him twice that he had to leave the field.

# 21  Game Level: Legion-Mack-Sr. Babe  Category: Showing up umpire
Details: Top of the fifth, batter hits a popup to centerfield that goes uncaught. Centerfielder throws to second to force the runner from first in a fairly close play. He is called out. Manager calls time and says "I want to talk about that call" I walk over to meet him and ask what is his question. He replied "i want to discuss that call." I ask again, what question do you have about that call to which he repeated that he wanted to discuss it. I felt that he had no question about the call, but felt after watching baseball managers on TV that he should come out to argue. I then say "if you don't have a question, time to go back to your coach's box" and i turn and go back to my position. He wanders back to his box, saying he will file a complaint due to my impoliteness. Once at his box, he shouts out "You are an insult!" I then eject him as he just got personal with me, rather than about any call. He then says "I'm not going for that" to which i reply "apparently you are." He soon leaves the field and sits down the left field line. As only players were left to coach the team, MANAGER then tried to coach from outside the fence to which he was warned to stop and did. Following the game, MANAGER arrived at the umpires' vehicles under the veil of an apology, but he continued to argue his ejection, now claiming he said "That's an insult" which doesn't even make sense. I told him it was inappropriate for him to be there and partner OTIS told him it was time to leave.
# 22  Game Level: Legion-Mack-Sr. Babe  Category: Abusive Language
Details: Tie game, bottom of 7th inning, in a previously uneventful game. TEAM Tl had the bases loaded. After I called first pitch a ball, the TEAM R bench started yelling "That ball's not up!" "Bear down!" After allowing a few comments, I yelled over "That's enough!" and chirping stopped. Player went on to walk in five pitches, resulting in 9-8 victory for TEAM Tr. As my partner, CLYDE, and I left the field, the assistant coaches for TEAM R lined up and verbally abused me as I exited the gate. Each had a variety of comments, including such gems as "That's fucking horseshit," "What happened, did your vagina get tight back there?" "It's all about you, isn't it?" "This is too big of fucking game for you" They were literally lined up along the first base dugout, waiting for me to walk by to through the only exit gate. I walked by without responding. As we walked the trail along the right field fenceline, coach walked parallel us, inside the fence, and continued the verbal abuse. "Your fucking terrible!" "That's fucking awful" etc...At one point, Coach said "Remember, you don't have a locker room, you just have a car" I interpreted that as a threat, implying that we weren't safe in the lot. There was no incident in the parking lot. I did not execute a "post game ejection" as I felt that would simply exacerbate the situation and would not have any impact. To my understanding, there is not repercussions of such an ejection for the Connie Mack league play. The behavior of Coach was completely out of line. His use of language in front of the players was objectionable.

# 23  Game Level: Other Adult   Category: Showing up umpire
Details: the coach was questioning (whining) about calls throughout the game up until the ejection. His team was getting beat badly and he "questioned" calls repeatedly prior to the ejection. in the 5th.inning I called a rebel runner out @ 2nd base and someone from their dugout yells, "you need a pair of f**in glasses !" I immediately turned to the dugout simulated an ejection mechanic (not knowing who said it). I walked toward the dugout said, "whoever said it step up or I'm gonna pick someone eject them." After a brief pause the coach said, "I said it." I then told him he was ejected. He took 8 minutes to exit the dugout. the game resumed without incident after that. 
BONUS DISCUSSION TOPIC

Details: At the top of an inning (5th?), there was a collision at home plate between the runner (and the  catcher (who had possession of the ball). The plate umpire,  ruled the runner out for failing to 'avoid contact.' There was no ejection for 'malicious contact
To Discuss:  Talk about conditions for violation of a “slide or attempt to avoid” rule, but not coupled with an ejectable “malicious contact” offense.  Differences by level or Federation?
